Our Programs  
 

Adopt A Social Worker  

is the largest and oldest of our programs. 

Faith-based or community organizations agree to 

a covenant in which they partner with a particular 

social worker to, as far as is possible, provide for 

the necessary and special items needed for the 

children in that social workerôs caseload. This 

augments the provisions of the State, often 

assuring greater stability in a childôs life. 

Other states have successfully adopted this 

distinctive and preventative model, but ours 

remains the most comprehensive and successful. 

A gift to our endowment or through our  

Covenant Club will support this program into the 

future. 
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Critical Goods  

is our response to the needs of families who 

are at risk of losing their children or who are 

being reunified with their children and must 

have certain material goods before that can 

happen: beds, small appliances, cribs, and 

other household items. 

Donations of emergency and nonemergency 

goods are collected and delivered to families 

in an effort to foster safe and nurturing home 

environments for the children. 

 

Mentoring  

focuses on children who are in need or at-risk 

and could use positive role models in their 

lives. Our mentoring program works with 

children and youth ages 4 ï 18. 

The My Mentor and Me (M3) project specifically 

targets children who have an incarcerated 

parent.

The Reach One Youth (ROY) project works 

with pre-teens, teens, and young adults who 

are at-risk, pregnant or have become parents. 

Your gift to the James A Stover Fund supports 

both of these projects. 

 

Childrenôs Enrichment Fund 

is a program responding to the unusual 

requests that support the care and nurturing of 

children and youth. 

This program provides a fund designed to 

accept designated donations for the special 

needs of children. Social workers can request 

these funds for the needs of children that are 

not met by State Government departments, 

other agencies, or our AASW Program. 

Examples are summer camp, haircuts, lessons, 

tutoring, bikes, or special books. 
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Critical Goods  
 
Covenant to Care for Children receives a donations of a sofa, crib, or dresser and immediately delivers the 

item to a waiting family. Timely delivery could move a family out of a shelter and into an apartment or 

make it possible to reunite a child with his or her family. There are strict state regulations that describe an 

adequate living situation necessary for a childôs care. You can make the difference!  

 

One of the necessities is a bed for each child. Covenant to Care for Children distributes approximately 

$30,000 worth of beds each year. Your contribution helps us purchase items for these necessities. 

Every week, we use our truck for at least twenty hours to distribute goods that are critical and legally 

required to facilitate a child being properly cared for in a home with a parent or family member. CCC 

makes weekly deliveries of clothes, food, diapers, and furniture, to people throughout the state.
